· You are to create a picture, drawing,  or collage that represents the film you have just seen.  Pretend it’s the cover of the video or DVD of the movie that you find at the video store.   Have the picture, drawing or collage represent your feelings about the film and have it serve as an advertisement for the film.   You  may use the back of  this paper for your picture after you have printed it out.
· How many total main characters are there in the film and list their names.   Describe each of them as to the type of person they were and the role they played in the film.

     
· Describe what happens in the movie.  (A short concise summary.)

     
· What do you think is the main theme or themes of the film?   Describe a scene that backs up your theme idea.

     
· Pretend you are a film reviewer for a paper or a magazine.  Write a review that describes how you feel about the film and why.  (Check out some film critics on the web and see what they have to say about the movie.)
     
· Write a letter to one of the characters in the movie.  Include an opening sentence (introduction), a main paragraph and a closing sentence.

     
· Finally, you are to free write one complete page about the movie, (what you feel about it, what you got out of it, anything you would like to write about that deals with the movies’ subject matter, the actors, the location, the cars, the time of the year, the weather)  or any thing else you saw or heard in the film.
Rules and Guidelines for Writing  about Movies.

1. You must watch the movie in class and complete the writing for credit.

2. All written answers to the above questions must be in paragraph form and word processed in the gray text boxes.

3. All paragraphs must have a minimum of three sentences.

4. All sentences must be complete sentences with good grammar, correct spelling and   punctuation.

Your letter to one of the characters must follow proper letter   writing form with a date, return address and an address for the character, correct form for the letter body, and signature.
