	Embedded Assessment One: Writing a Narrative About Change Assignment 

	Your task is to write a narrative about an event that involved a change that you have faced in your life. The change does not have to be a big, important event, but plan to describe how the event started, how it continued, and how it ended. You also should write your narrative with as much detail and description as possible. You will be expected to demonstrate the entire writing process in this assignment.

HC Extension 1:  Students, who are ready for more of a challenge with organization, should attempt the following after their graphic organizer, on page 79 is complete.  

1. Alter the order; have them start their narrative with the end and work their way backwards.  

2. Have them reflect on the changes that occur when reversing the order of events.  What is the benefit of reversing the chronology?

HC Extension 2:  Students, who are ready for more of a challenge with point of view, should attempt the following; while most students will write a narrative in first person, challenge students to write their narrative in one of the following: third person omniscient, third person limited omniscient, or third person objective.  Students should work through all of the steps below, just making sure to change the point of view.  A critical component of this extension is to have the student reflect formally or informally on how changing the point of view influenced the story.  

This also prepares them for further connections in Unit 3, page 212, where students are introduced to subjective and objective camera view through “The Mighty.”  Additionally, there are connections in Level II in Unit 4, page 325, where students transform text based on point of view.

Brainstorm a list of possible topics by using the web provided or with some other method.

2.
Begin organizing your narrative by focusing on the beginning, middle, and end.

3.
Write a rough draft of your narrative, using many descriptive words and phrases.

4.
Practice with the use of transitions.

5.
Have your draft peer-reviewed.

6.
Prepare your final copy.
